2. Jackets to be worn in all jumping classes. 

 

3. The judges decision is final. 

 

4. No illegal assistance by spectators. 

 

5. A fee of £10 must accompany any objections in writing. If the objection is upheld,   

the fee will be returned. 

 

6. Competitors entering classes which may clash do so at their own risk although 

every effort will be made to minimise this. 

 

7. The organizers reserve the right to cancel or alter any classes at their discretion. 

 

8. Anyone found galloping in the showground will be liable to a £50 fine. 

 

9. Disclaimer: save for death or personal injury caused by negligence of the 

organizers or anyone whom they are law responsible, neither the organizers of this 

event nor any helpers, any agent, or any volunteer accepts any liability for any 

accident, loss, injury or illness to horses, owners, riders, spectators, land, cars and 

their contents, nor any other person or property whatsoever whether caused by 

negligence, breach of contract or in any other way.
